This is a dwarf growing form of the Silver Birch,
produced as a standard so it forms a distinct ball atop a
stick. The birch foliage sits tight in the head and the
silver trunk makes this tree quite a feature. Foliage
turns from green to various shades of yellow in autumn
before falling.
